HOW YOU CAN HELP: 

BATHING- helps to make the animals more adoptable. It improves health and 

attitude by removing ticks, fleas, matted hair and burrs.  

CLEANING- There is always cleaning and laundry to do. Feel free to throw in a load 

of laundry or clean up were you see needed. 

WALKING AND SOCIALIZING- gives the animals a chance to get exercise and relieves 
stress. Also allows us to get to know then animal’s personality so they have a better 

chance of being adopted by the right family. 

REQUIREMENTS: 

AGE- Must be 16 years of age or older to volunteer.  
 
SAFETY- Everyone must wear long pants, work boots, or gym shoes 

PROTECTION- We suggest everyone have a current tetanus shot. 

INJURY- If you are bitten or scratched, report this to a shelter employee 

immediately. 

RESTRICTED AREAS- ALL volunteers are not permitted to handle any animals in the 

bite room or any kennel marked with a “caution” tag. 

ORIENTATION- Every volunteer must attend an orientation before volunteering.      

If volunteer is under the age of 18 years old, his/her parent or guardian must be present to 
sign this volunteer agreement.
